The projected multibillion dollar deficit for the
state budget prompted the Legislature to severely
cut the budgets of many agencies and programs.
The FCAAP allocation was cut by 50% and the
capital budget increase disapproved.

Capital budget proviso provides $2.35 million for
grants to local governments for floods &
droughts. Floods secures $1.35 million for flood
damage prevention projects.

New Flood Damage Prevention grants were
awarded to 13 projects in 12 jurisdictions. The
$1.35 million in funds from this ond¢ime grant
effort was only able to accommodate 10% of the
$13 million requested. Projects include:
